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SIMON ON THE RUN FOR WILLOW 
 
Testing his stamina over 26 miles, Simon Jackson of Birkenhead takes on the Flora 
London Marathon on April 13 to raise money for a charity that made a dream come 
true for a seriously ill family member. 
 
The Willow Foundation, set up by Arsenal legend and TV presenter, Bob Wilson and 
his wife, Megs, funds and organises special days for seriously ill young adults (aged 
16-40) throughout the UK. 
 
Simon, aged 37, chose to support the Willow Foundation after the charity provided 
his sister-in-law, Georgina Dawson, with a once in a lifetime experience when she 
met world renowned architect Lord Norman Foster.  Nineteen year old architecture 
student Georgina is living with brain cancer and met Lord Foster at his London 
offices before being whisked off in a helicopter over London where she was shown 
some of his iconic buildings which include the Gherkin and British Museum. 
 
Running the marathon for the second time, Simon’s training has included several half 
marathons so far so he is well prepared for the challenge. 
 
Simon is one of 35 runners representing Team Willow in the marathon. After the 
gruelling race, Team Willow runners will meet at a hotel in Trafalgar Square for hot 
cups of tea and cake laid on by the charity, as well as massages from 
physiotherapists.  Bob and Megs Wilson, charity co-founders, will meet with the 
runners to thank them for their dedication and hard work. 
 
To date the Willow Foundation has provided more than 3,000 special days for people 
living with cancer, cystic fibrosis, motor neurone disease, muscular dystrophy and 
Huntington’s, amongst other conditions.   
 
“After seeing the joy that the Willow Foundation brought to Georgina on her special 
day, my choice of who to raise money for was easy,” said Simon.  
 
“This is a really tough challenge and one that we’re honored Simon has chosen to 
take on for the Willow Foundation.  It’s people like Simon that help so many more 
seriously ill young adults to benefit from a special day,” said Bob Wilson.
